Combo Ticket can be purchased which includes admission to the Hall of Terror and a Haunted River Ride.
Adventure Landing is also offering an Ultimate Combo Ticket this year which includes Hall of Terror admission,
Haunted River Ride admission and a Quest Pass. A Quest Pass is any combination of three activities used by
the same person. The Ultimate Combo Pass is $25.99. “The Ultimate Combo Pass offers our guests a great
value. We want to offer them something very affordable in order for them to be able to enjoy our regular
attractions along with our haunted attractions,” explains Lee Hovis, General Manager of Jacksonville Beach’s
Adventure Landing.

Adventure Landing will also be hosting a Hallo-WEE Party on Halloween this year, Saturday, October 31 from
10am — 2pm for children 12 and under.
